No stallion two (2) years or over may be shown by any youth. 
No entries taken after previous class enters. Proper attire required in 
classes. Ponies to be 58" and under. Judge’s and/or Show Committee’s 
decision to be final. In classes of less than five (5) entries, the Show 
Committee has the right to combine, cancel, or substitute classes. No 
trophy given unless there are 4 or more riders in a given class. 
Novice – Horse/rider combination has never won a 1st place in that 
class, excluding today.
No ribbons in payback classes. 1st - 3rd placings paid.
Junior – Horses that are five (5) years and younger.
Senior – Horses that are six (6) years and older.
** Not eligible for other riding classes except walk-trot.
